November and December or quiet times in
the vineyard.  The quiet time in the vineyard changes
at the beginning of  January when we start prunning. 
Then,  we prune wecut off all of last years growth except
for one cane. We leave 10 buds on that cane and all of this
years growth will emerge from those buds.The cane we
leave is bent and tied to the bottom wire of the trellis
when the weather gets a little warmer in February.  The
warmer, wet weather ensures the cane isn’t brittle and
will flex instead of breaking when we bend and tie it.
